The Ural Mountains

The Ural Mountains are famous for the fact that they serve as a natural
divider between the two continents: Europe and Asia. The Ural Mountains
begin where the East European Plain ends. Immediately east of the Urals
begins Siberia. The western slopes of the mountains are still in Europe, but
from the foot of the eastern slopes of the Urals starts Asia. The length of
this mountain range is about 2000 km and the width is in the range of
150 km.

The Ural Mountains were formed simultaneously with the Altai, around
350 million years ago, in the place of collision of two continental plates. But
the forces that raised the Altai Mountains to a considerable height, in the
case with the Ural Mountains were weaker and that is why the Ural
Mountains are twice as low as the Altai Mountains. But there is also a
positive aspect of these weak forces: there are fewer earthquakes in the Urals.

The Ural Mountains do not simply divide Europe and Asia, but they also act
as a border between the different climatic zones: a milder continental climate
of the East European Plain in the west of the Ural Mountains and a
continental climate of the Western Siberia from the eastern side of the
mountains with temperatures down to minus 40 degrees Celsius or even
minus 50 degrees.

People came to inhabit these places much later than other regions of the
earth: during the early Paleolithic period, about 75,000 years ago. The Ural
Mountains, for most of their length are still today not the most accessible
place to visit. Ancient people considered the Ural Mountains to be a mystical,
mythical place. It is a place of legends, a place where the world ends and
there the land of gods begins.

Arab travellers described the Ural Mountains as the “land of darkness”. But
only Russian merchants and adventurers in the 11th century sent caravans
to the Ural Mountains. The goal of the merchants was to get the most
valuable fur. Russian merchants resold fur to Europe at a great profit. For
several centuries all expeditions were “private”. Starting from 14th—15th
centuries Russia moved to the east. Soon the Ural Mountains were explored
pretty well.

The Ural Mountains are lower than most of the famous mountains such as
the Himalayas, for example. But they have a distinct advantage: they are
extremely rich in minerals (over 200) and commercial deposits (48 types).
Among them there are deposits containing iron, copper, titanium, nickel,
chromium, gold, platinum, asbestos and others. The Urals are rich in coal,
oil, gas and a variety of other commercial deposits. Furthermore, the Ural
Mountains are abounding with precious and semiprecious stones. It -is
believed that the best Russian diamonds are mined in the Ural Mountains.

The Ural forests are inhabited by animals typical of Siberia, such as elk,
brown bear, fox, wolf, lynx, squirrel, and sable. In the Middle Urals, one
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can see a rare mixture of sable and pine marten. Reptiles and amphibians :
live mostly in the Southern and Central Ural and are represented by lizards
and grass snakes. Bird species are numerous. In summer the South and
Middle Urals are visited by songbirds, such as nightingale. j

In 1509 Henry VII died of
tuberculosis and his son became King Henry VIII. He was 17. Henry VIII loved
entertainers, and the court attracted acrobats, jesters, magicians and musicians.
Prince Henry enjoyed music and grew up to be an accomplished musician. At
the age of 10 he could play many instruments, including the fife, harp, viola
and drums. As a young man Henry enjoyed dancing, gambling, hunting,
hawking, horseback riding, tennis, archery, wrestling, writing and composing
music.

Henry VIII was married to his first wife Catherine of Aragon for over 20 years,
and for a long time they were happy together. Catherine got an excellent
education. She had long red-gold hair and blue eyes, and in her youth was
considered pretty. Catherine was five years older than Henry. She was interested
in politics and Henry often turned to her for advice. Only one of her children,
Princess Mary, survived.

Anne Boleyn was probably born in 1500 or 1501. Her father was an English
diplomat and her mother was the daughter of an earl. Attracted by Anne’s
sparkling black eyes, long dark hair and her personality, the king decided to end
his marriage to Catherine. He married Anne Boleyn. Queen Anne was crowned
in June of 1533. Later that year she gave birth to her only surviving child,
Elizabeth. In May 1536, Anne Boleyn was beheaded. And on May 30 Henry VIII
married his third wife.

Jane Seymour was probably born between 1507 and 1509. After their marriage
Jane remained quietly obedient to Henry. In October of 1537 Jane gave birth to
a son, Edward. Twelve days later she died. Henry began looking for a new wife.
Anne of Cleves was less educated than Henry’s previous wives. Henry approved
of her portrait, so in 1539 a marriage treaty was signed. Anne arrived in
England. She more or less ignored Henry. Less than twenty days after his
marriage to Anne of Cleves ended, Henry married his fifth wife — Catherine
Howard who was fifteen or sixteen when she married Henry, she was lively,
pretty and kind. She was beheaded as she loved another man.
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In 1543 Henry married his sixth and final wife — Catherine Parr. Henry was
old and ill now, and Catherine was as much a nurse to him as a wife. She was
good to his children. But she argued with Henry about religion and he decided
to arrest her. After that Catherine never disputed with the king.

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Where does Australia’s wildlife hide?

People often think that endangered plants and animals are tucked away in a
protected park somewhere in the wilderness. Yet, we know that many species,
threatened with extinction, live much closer to us — in our own neighborhoods.
Scientists began their research to find out exactly how much threatened wildlife
lives in Australian cities. They overlapped maps of species habitats with maps of
urban areas and discovered that half of the threatened animals and a quarter of
the threatened plants live in cities! If we care about giving them a chance to
survive, we need to learn to share our space with them.

The continent Australia is home to many animals and plants found nowhere else
in the world. Scientists call them “endemic species”. Many of them are threatened
with extinction because they have lost their natural homes or have to deal with
pollution and foreign hostile species.

There in Australia people have been working hard to protect these threatened
animals and plants. They had to figure out which species are under threat. The
Australian government has designated over 1200 plants and 400 animals as
“threatened”. Over the years, many different scientists and nature explorers
have collected data about these species’ distribution (i.e. where they live) and
created distribution maps.

The government also has maps with data about where people live. Using these
data, scientists identified 99 cities in Australia. They found that Australian
cities cover a relatively small area: less than a quarter of 1% of the continental
territory. Half of the threatened animals and a quarter of the threatened plants
live in cities. The data also showed the following: all Australian cities harbor
rare plants and animals; threatened species tend to live closer to the coast and
in the edges of cities, half of all studied species — 258 — were found in only
one city on the entire continent; more endangered species live in urban areas
than in non-urban areas: on average, there are 10 threatened species per square
kilometer in cities compared to only 3 in non-cities; Sydney was the most popular
home for threatened species (124 live there).

Researchers have come up with a few possible reasons why endangered species
roam the cities. Firstly, he areas where we built our cities had high biodiversity.
Many cities were established fairly recently — within last 100 years — so
wildlife are still hanging on there. Secondly, cities feature a lot of different
landscapes: suburban residential areas, dense urban development and parks
plenty of different habitats for every taste. Finally, for many animals, it might
be easier to find food and water in urban areas than in the “wilderness”. So it
is possible that we find more threatened species because more eyes are on the
lookout for them. They might just be going undetected in the countryside. Our
study showed that cities are not wildlife dead-zones. On the contrary — they
are biodiversity hotspots and very important for conservation. If we want to
protect endangered plants and animals from extinction, we should allow space
for them in our cities! People around the world are already working on urban
conservation.

There are many ways to make our cities wildlife-friendly: allow development
(building stores, roads, houses) only in certain parts of the cities; have green
corridors of trees and plants between parks so that animals can travel to find
food; protect big old trees with hollows, plant more trees and have green roofs
covered with plants to provide more wildlife habitats; for cities on the coast,
lead dogs on a leash on beaches so that they do not disturb migratory birds.

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. Holi is the ancient Hindu festival of colours and love. It is celebrated in
India and Nepal and many parts of South Asia. There are lots of Holi
celebrations in the UK, organized by the large British-Hindu community.
Recently, Holi has also inspired non-religious celebrations in Europe and
North America, and its popularity is growing.

. Holi marks the beginning of spring. It is a celebration of good winning over
evil, the arrival of spring, end of winter and a time to give thanks for the
good harvest. The dates change each year according to the full moon, but it
is normally in March and sometimes in late February.

. People go outside and throw coloured paint powder at each other. It does not
matter if you are rich, poor, old or young — everyone can throw paint and
everyone can get messy! There is a spirit of togetherness. It is a time to meet
others, play and laugh, forget and forgive people and repair broken
relationships, as well as meet with other people, play and have fun.

. Days before the festival people start gathering wood for the bonfire in parks,
community centers, near temples and other open spaces. On top of the fire
there is an effigy to signify Holika who tricked Prahalad into the fire. Inside
homes, people stock up on pigments, food, party drinks and festive seasonal
foods such as gujiya, mathri, malpuas and other regional delicacies.

. Traditional Holi celebrations start the night before the throwing of colours.
People meet around a bonfire and pray that evil will be destroyed, in the
same way that the demon Holika was burnt in a fire, according to the legend.
Holi celebrations happened as early as the fourth century. It is thousands of
years old!

. The next day is the chaotic and noisy festival of colours. People chase each
other and throw coloured paint powder over each other. There is music and
drumming, and people run and laugh in the streets and parks. There are
paint-throwing parties at music festivals and races like the five-kilometer
‘Colour Run’, which is celebrated in more than 35 different countries.

. Recently, Holi-themed events have become popular with a new generation in
Europe. Every year, bigger and bigger crowds of people go to Holi events in
London and all over the country, arriving dressed in white T-shirts and
returning covered from head to toe in bright colours. In the UK, restaurants
and cultural organizations also offer their own Holi celebrations, with special
menus, Indian music and dance.

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How do our outdoor activities impact wildlife?

Do you love seeing wildlife when you’re wandering around in the woods? Like a
majestic deer, or a beautiful bird? Well, the love might not be very mutual. In
fact, many animals avoid us, even if we don’t mean any harm. So, what impact
do our outdoor activities have on wildlife? We set out to answer this question
by radio tracking the whereabouts of red deer and capercaillie (also called wood
grouse — a kind of bird) in the Black Forest in Germany.

More and more people are enjoying the outdoors, either hiking and biking in
the summer, or skiing and snowshoeing in the winter. Many of us think it’s a
treat to catch a glimpse of wildlife, like a deer, a chipmunk, or a bird, while
stomping around in the woods. But the wildlife we encounter is usually not
quite as excited to see us.

In fact, many animals associate humans with danger and run away or avoid
areas with people all together (unless the animals are used to seeing us around
or even attracted to us because they expect food). So how are animals affected
by all our outdoor fun? Students set out to study two specific examples in the
Black Forest in Germany: red deer and capercaillie, a large wood grouse. Red
deer, the largest animals in the Black Forest, are pretty common, but
capercaillie are so rare that they are locally threatened by extinction.

In some parts of the Black Forest management zones have been designated to
reduce potential conflicts between humans and wildlife. They limit outdoor
activities at certain areas and times of the year. One of our goals was to
measure the animals’ response to recreation activities in these areas and to see
if the red deer management plan is appropriate.

We found that capercaillie and red deer were affected by trails within the1r
habitat. Both animals avoided trails, but their behavior depended on season of
the year or even time of the day. For instance, red deer avoided hiking trails
only during the day (when people are using them). But they actually preferred
areas near trails during the night to eat food that was off limits to them
during the day. The extent to which both animals avoided people or trails
changed throughout the year: in the summer, capercaillie avoided areas close to
hiking trails up to a distance of 145 m.

In the winter, however, with less vegetation in which to hide, the animals’
distance to hiking and skiing areas more than doubled (to about 320 m),
especially in areas without bushes to hide in. Of the entire habitat of the
capercaillie that we studied, we estimate that 8 to 20% (in summer) and 8 to
40% (in winter) were affected by outdoor recreation, mainly in higher altitudes.
When we use green spaces like forests or nature reserves for recreation, we
need to be mindful that we are guests in the homes and territories of animals
that live there.

Even when we don’t actively try to scare animals, our mere presence can make
them avoid certain areas. Nature reserves therefore need to be carefully
managed to keep both people and animals happy. And in order to minimize
potential harm for wild creatures in the woods, we need to respect specific
rules of the wild places we visit, like staying on trails, not picking plants or
feeding wildlife.

Many animals like people as much as people like them.

Light travels through space in a straight line as long as nothing disturbs it. As light moves
through the atmosphere, it continues to go straight until it bumps into a bit of dust or a
gas molecule. Then what happens to the light depends on its wavelength and the size of
the thing it hits. Dust particles and water droplets are much larger than the wavelength
of visible light. When light hits these large particles, it gets reflected, or bounced off, in
different directions. The different colours of light are all reflected by the particle in the
same way. The reflected light appears white because it still contains all of the same
colours. Gas molecules are smaller than the wavelength of visible light. If light bumps
into them, it acts differently. When light hits a gas molecule, some of it may get
absorbed. After a while, the molecule radiates the light in a different direction.
